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For a political analyst to state at the outset of a text that general-
izations about the electoral process might prove imprecise seems
blasphemous, but the key point is that practicing politicians do not
base their judgments on such academic generalizations. They base
them on instincts, often faulty ones, about individual situations in
particular circumstances. It might be argued that politicians are
foolish to do so, but that does not change the reality. All too often
politicians and political scientists seem to be operating in different
worlds.
