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If Joe Lieberman looked less appealing as a potential president
than as a vice presidential nominee, if Dick Gephardt or Howard
Dean or the other Democrats making a presidential run did not
attract national followings because voters did not like the issues on
which they stood or because Democrats did not think they were
electable, they should not be chosen. If John Kerry survived the
system and attracts votes across the nation, he deserved the nomina-
tion. The system gives legitimacy to the nominees. The concessions
of losing candidates confirm that legitimacy, and the process moves
on from there.
